Bramhagiri also known as Trimbakgad : The Sacred Hill of Lord Brahma. Bramhagiri, also
known Trimbakgad, holds immense mythological significance. Accessible via stone steps
constructed in the 20th century, this hill also marks the origin of the Godavari River, India’s
second-longest river.

Durg Bhandar: Discover the Historic Fort of Trimbakgad Durgbhandar is the northernmost
part of Bramhagiri. The main attraction here is the deep rock cut steps which go deep inside
from the Bramhagiri mountain in the fissure and come out as a natural bridge and again
goes up through the fissure to Durg Bhandar.

12:15 PM - Explore Mahadev Mandir & Godavari Ugam, Visit the sacred origin of the
Godavari River and explore the temple surroundings.

12:30 PM - Trek Towards Durg Bhandar Fort Point, A short hike with mesmerizing views
along the way.

01:00 PM - Explore & Capture Moments, Spend some peaceful time at Durg Bhandar, enjoy
photography & panoramic views.

01:30 PM - Start Descent to Trimbakeshwar

02:30 PM - Lunch Time!

Reach base village and relish a wholesome local meal.

03:30 PM - Visit Trimbakeshwar Temple seek blessings at one of the 12 Jyotirlingas of Lord
Shiva (This depends on the timing we finish the trek and reach the base)

05:30 PM - Depart for Mumbai, Tea and light snacks enroute

09:00 PM (Approx.) - Reach Mumbai, Trip concludes with happy memories and tired smiles.
